1 Main Text
Manuscript must be in MS Word file and written in English. Main text for research manuscript should include introduction, method, results, discussion, and conclusion. 
The file should be formatted according to the guideline given. Number the sections of the main text as 1, 2,…, and subsections as 1.1,…, then 1.1.1, 1.1.2, and so on. The spacing before and after for section and subsection header are 12pt. Section headings use Arial font size 11 bold, subsection headings use Arial fond size 11 italic. 
New paragraph should be indented at 1 cm. There is no line spacing between paragraphs. Use single spacing, Arial font size 11 for main text throughout the manuscript. The paper setting is A4 sized with all margins of 2.54 cm. 
Symbols for quantities in the main text should be italic. Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the main text.

Citation should be indicated in the text by a superscript Arabic number. For example, statement (author, year) should be written as statement1 in this journal. Example for narrative citation: Einstein2 said that the true sign of intelligence is not knowledge but imagination. All references should be grouped together at the end of the manuscript and numbered consecutively in the order in which they are first mentioned in the text. 

2 Illustration
All illustrations must be originals. In the case where copyrighted illustrations are included in the manuscript, authors are responsible to contact copyright owners for written permission agreements. Each illustration must be mentioned in the text and embedded into the text after each is first mentioned. Place the illustration either on top or at the bottom of the page.
2.1 Tables 
Tables should be supplied as editable files, not pasted as images. Every table should have a title placed above the table. All tables should be numbered with Arabic numbers, for example, Table 1, Table 2, and so on. Title in sentence case, use Arial font size 10, spacing after 6pt, alignment left. Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table, and immediately above and below the table. See Table 1 for more details. Table legends should be concise but comprehensive. All abbreviations must be defined in footnotes without reference to the text. Table size fixes the width of the column, either one or two.

2.2 Figures

Every figure should have a caption placed below the figure. All captions should be numbered with Arabic numbers, for example, Figure 1, Figure 2, and so on. Caption in sentence case, use Arial font size 10, spacing after 6pt, end with full stop/period. Figure and caption are aligned centered. See example of Figure 1. Figure legends should be concise but comprehensive. All abbreviations must be defined in footnotes without reference to the text. Figure size in one or two columns.

2.3 Mathematical Equation

Number equations consecutively. Equation numbers, within parentheses, are to position flush right, as in Equation 1, using a right tab stop. Use a long dash rather than a hyphen for a minus sign. Equations should be numbered with Arabic numbers. For example, use captions (1), (2),…, but mention as Equation 1, Equation 2, … in text.
